
agency to satisfy reporting re-

quirements for investigational 

new drugs. 

In the future, the system will 

encompass other types of clinical 

trials and, eventually, safety prob-

lems arising from products regu-

lated by a broad array of federal 

agencies. This is a first step to-

ward a common electronic re-

porting system that will offer one

-stop shopping, allowing an indi-

vidual to file a single report to 

multiple agencies that may have 

an interest in the event.  

Just as important, the portal will 

ultimately enhance the govern-

ment’s systematic analysis of 

safety information, which will 

benefit public health. In the 

meantime, the new portal redi-

rects individuals who want to 

submit reports about other 

products regulated by FDA, the 

U.S. Department of Agriculture, 

Environmental Protection Agency 

or the Consumer Product Safety 

Commission to the appropriate 

contact.

Launch Electronic Safety Report-

ing Portal 

The Food and Drug Administra-

tion and the National Institutes 

of Health today launched a new 

Web site that, when fully devel-

oped, will provide a mechanism 

for the reporting of pre- and 

post-market safety data to the 

federal government. Currently 

the Web site can be used to 

report safety problems related to 

foods, including animal feed, and 

animal drugs, as well as adverse 

events occurring on human gene 

transfer trials. Consumers can 

also use the site to report prob-

lems with pet foods and pet 

treats. 

The new site, called the Safety 

Reporting Portal (SRP), provides 

greater and easier access to 

online reporting.  

“The portal will be a key detec-

tion tool in improving the coun-

try’s nationwide surveillance 

system and will strengthen our 

ability to protect the nation’s 

health,” said Commissioner of 

Food and Drugs Margaret A. 

Hamburg. “We will now be able 

to analyze human and animal 

safety-related events more 

quickly and identify those meas-

ures needed to protect the pub-

lic.” 

The new Web portal includes 

different features for different 

types of reporting: 

• Reportable Food Registry: In-

dustry will have a more user-

friendly electronic portal for 

submitting reportable food re-

ports that are required by law. 

This electronic portal collects 

reports from the food industry 

and public health officials regard-

ing problems with articles of 

food, including animal feed, that 

present a reasonable probability 

of causing serious adverse health 

consequences or death to hu-

mans or animals. 

• Pets: Pet owners and veteri-

narians will be able to use the 

portal to report product prob-

lems with pet foods and pet 

treats. 

• Animal drugs: Animal drug 

manufacturers can report ad-

verse drug events associated with 

animal drugs. 

• Clinical Trials: Biomedical re-

searchers involved in human gene 

transfer clinical trials can report 

an adverse event, indicating 

whether it might be an unantici-

pated consequence of the prod-

uct being tested. Trial sponsors 

can use the portal to prepare a 

report, print it and send it to the 

It’s a comprehensive website for 

both newbies and seasoned pet 

owners interested in feeding a 

raw diet to their pets.

  Most people think that the pyrethrins 

(naturally occurring compounds from the 

chrysanthemum plant) and pyrethroids (the 

synthetic counterpart), are less hazardous 

than other tick and flea preventive ingredients. 

In fact, the contrary has been irrefutably 

proven. CPI collected data just recently made 

public through the Freedom of Information 

Act and analyzed the real data about the pyre-

throid-based insecticides that are manufac-

tured for pet, human and environmental use. 

According to CPI, from 2002 through 2007, at 

least 1,600 pet deaths related to spot-on 

treatments were reported to the EPA. That 

was nearly double the reported fatalities 

linked to flea treatments without pyrethroids. 

The pyrethroid spot-ons also accounted for 

more than half of "major" pesticide pet reac-

tions including brain damage, heart attacks and 

seizures. Non-pyrethroid spot-on treatments 

accounted for about 6 % of all major incidents.

Permethrin has been implicated as a carcino-

genic insecticide causing lung cancer and liver 

tumors in laboratory animals. There is also a 

suspicion that it disrupts endocrine function. It 

can act as a neurotoxin, causing tremors and 

also increased aggressive behavior and learning 

problems. 

  Advantage contains the active ingredient 

Imidacloprid. In laboratory studies Imidacoprid 

has been found to increase cholesterol levels 

in dogs, cause thyroid lesions and liver toxicity 

and has the potential for damaging the liver, 

kidney, thyroid, heart, lungs, spleen, adrenal, 

brain, and gonads. As a neurotoxin it has 

Is your pet plagued with thyroid prob-

lems, seizures, behavioral problems, can-

cer, neurological problems, high choles-

terol on blood tests, tremors, aggression 

or learning problems?  

  The reason for some of these problems 

in some pets just might be the flea and 

tick prevention products we use so lov-

ingly to protect our pets. In fact, we may 

be doing long term damage- much of 

which will not show up for years. It's 

time to take a good hard look- just as the 

EPA is now doing- on the adverse effects 

that products we have been told are safe 

are having. 

  I personally find this all very shocking. 

As a veterinarian I have seen so many 

unexplainable behavior problems, sei-

zures and thyroid problems all having 

escalated so dramatically in these past 

several years. Of course I wondered 

about prepared pet food, vaccinations 

and the environment. So many cats, com-

pared to years ago, suffer from hyperthy-

roidism and heart disease, while too 

many dogs have behavior problems and 

hypothyroidism. Could what is discussed 

below be the reason? Or even part of the 

reason? Could the correlation be the 

increased use of these flea and tick con-

trol products?

Integrity (CPI), a non-profit investigative 

news organization and the National Re-

sources Defense Council, an environ-

mental advocacy group; have published 

reports about the safety of both prescrip-

tion and over-the-counter flea and tick 

treatments.

   After CPI's report the EPA in April 2009 announced 

it was taking a closer look at all spot-on flea and tick 

products as a result of the increase in adverse reaction 

reports with special attention to spot-ons. The EPA is 

also taking action to address uncertainties about the so

-called 'inert' ingredients present in these products. 

   Safe alternatives are very much needed for flea and 

tick control. The high incidence of cancer in both dogs 

and cats, hyperthyroidism in cats and hypothyroidism 

in dogs, aggression and behavior problems, along with a 

whole slew of miscellaneous medical problems could 

potentially be linked to these previously "believed to 

be innocuous" spot-on products. Who would think, 

without the knowledge gained from these studies that 

being on Advantage could potentially raise your pet's 

cholesterol level in a blood test. As an old friend used 

to say " This opens a whole new can of worms!'

Natural Pet Facts - Ten Fast Facts about Companion Animals  

Animal Protection Institute (API) 

1. Approximately 63% of U.S. households ð nearly 70 million homes ð have at 

least one companion animal. The American Pet Products Manufacturers Associa-

tion estimates that there are 43 million dogs, 37 million cats, 6 million birds, and 

29 million other animals living in homes across the country. 

2. Because irresponsible people accidentally or intentionally allow their animals to 

reproduce, about 10 million ñexcessò dogs and cats will be killed in shelters this 

year, while millions of homeless animals live short, hard, hungry lives on the 

streets, only to die miserably from disease, injury, or predation. 

3. Always spay or neuter your companion animal to help reduce the tragic problem 

of overpopulation. Learn more about spaying and neutering companion animals. 

4. Adopting a companion animal is not a decision that should be taken lightly. 

Anyone considering adopting a companion animal should seriously consider the 

lifelong commitment involved. Dogs may live 12-15 years and cats 15-18 years or 

more. 

5. People who care about animals should never purchase a companion animal from 

a pet store or breeder. Always adopt from a shelter or rescue group, or take in an 

animal from someone unable to provide adequate care. Learn about the problems 

with pet shops that sell animals through APIôs Little Shops of Sorrows campaign. 

6. Even if you want a special breed of animal, always adopt rather than purchase. 

As many as a third of animals entering shelters are purebreds, and there are many 

purebred rescue groups, so there is a good chance you can get the animal you want 

and save a life at the same time. 

7. Most dogs sold in pet stores, through multiple breed newspaper ads, or over the 

Internet come from ñpuppy mills,ò where dogs are bred solely for profit, are kept in 

abhorrent conditions, and are frequently denied adequate veterinary care. 

8. Many procedures routinely practiced on companion animals in the United States 

ð including declawing, ear cropping, and tail docking ð are cruel and unneces-

sary and are illegal in other countries. Learn more in A Rational Look at Declaw-

ing. 

9. In some localities, animals who end up in shelters may be sold into research 

through a practice known as pound seizure. 

10. Many commercial pet foods contain poor quality or potentially dangerous in-

gredients. Pet food provides a market for slaughterhouse offal, grains considered 

ñunfit for human consumption,ò and similar waste products. Learn more in Born
